Sec�on 1: Hunger and Passion for the things of God 

Bible Texts 

(Psa 42:1) As the hart panteth a�er the water brooks, so panteth my soul a�er thee, O God.  

(Rom 5:5)  And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts 
by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us. 

Confession 

I (insert name) have the life of God in me by His Spirit. That life has taken over every desire and 
longing of my soul and spirit; permea�ng every organ and cell in my body. I long for more of God 
at all �mes. Jesus is the Vine; I am a branch of the Vine here on earth. God’s life flows through 
Jesus Christ to me, drawing me ever closer to the knowledge of His son.

Sec�on 3: Wealth 

Bible Texts  

(Gal 3:13-14) Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it 

is wri�en, cursed is everyone that hangeth on a tree: (14) That the blessing of Abraham might 

come on the Gen�les through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through 

faith.  

(2 Cor 8:9) For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was rich, yet for your 

sakes he became poor, that ye through his poverty might be rich.  

Confession 

Through the Blood of Jesus Christ, every curse over the ground in which I (insert name) labour 
has been broken.

Confession :
